I’ll be in Sydney from about May 7th until May 11, 2009 when 

I leave for PNG one day before the trip officially begins. In recent years at pro bono I’ve shared favorite Sydney 

excursions with clients, visiting places and people with a PNG background, seeing places of general architectural 

interest, and dining at a few favorite reasonably priced ethnic and seafood restaurants. One can stay at any hotel one 

desires in SYD, though I can advise on some good options, which clients have enjoyed in the past. The only cost 

involves one’s cab or ferry fare, the meal, your accommodation; this is an added opportunity for those on our 2009 

trip. It’s fun and worthwhile.

2. Please - let’s have a congenial group - this trip is not for worriers, complainers, or the litigious.

3. Probably one of the biggest knots of your trip now is to thread travel from your home city to Sydney or/and Port 

Moresby. I do not have vested interests in your transpacific air arrangements, nor do I sell transpacific air tickets, 

however my input can assist you. For the best fare on flights in PNG, one must arrive in Port Moresby on a flight 

ticketed on Air Niugini. There is an additional $160 per person cost on the domestic air if one travels to or from PNG 

on an international flight ticketed on Qantas, even if it is a code share flight operated by Air Niugini.

4. Never have I had to cancel my guiding a trip through PNG, but should circumstances require, a colleague and 

friend Mary Jane Murray or another knowledgeable, competent guide would escort the trip if I’m unavailable.

5. Please check into trip insurance - the cancellation policies on these trips are strict. Compare travel insurance poli-

cies with your AAA and at www.insuremytrip.com which includes www.accessamerica.com and see other major

travel insurance providers.

6. Please try to allow at least three nights to recover from jet lag befoe arriving in PNG; one wants to maximize 

the PNG trip by arriving alert and rested. We have  full days, with fascinating adventures planned. Welcome to this 

very special, personalized travel experience.
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
